used only as a reward while working)

Loads of titbits (human food is best - diced cheese, sausage or ham etc)

A sense of humour - agility training should be FUN for you AND your dog!
Training is offered on the basis of one handler, one dog. Neither place is
transferable. Training fees are payable in advance and are not refundable in the event of absence.
A dog/bitch must not be brought to training if

* It is a bitch in season

* It is suffering from (or in contact with) a contagious disease, within three weeks of

that event.
Handlers undertake to ensure that before commencing training, their dog has been

vaccinated or homoeopathically protected against distemper, viral hepatitis,

leptospirosis and parvovirus.
Fortunately in agility training, accidents are extremely rare.

However in common with all energetic sports, there are inherent risks for both people

and dogs. Whilst every reasonable care will be taken to ensure the safety of dogs,

handlers and personal property whilst on the training venue, neither Thatcham DTC

nor any individual representing Thatcham DTC will accept responsibility for any loss, damage or injury to dogs, persons or property, however caused. Applicants are hereby strongly advised to make

insurance arrangements for themselves and their dogs to their own satisfaction before

commencing training.
